The Third World vs. First World 

ÅImperial rule left conquered regions at a loss for  
education, health care, local political leadership or  
adequate physical infra-structure. 

ÅNewly-independent countries in Post WWII made 
disastrous political choices (socialist economic models 
or a choice for self-sufficiency supported by inefficient 
trade barriers). 

ÅMany regions now affected by special obstacles & 
hardships (diseases like malaria, drought-prone climates 
in areas not suitable for irrigation, extreme isolation in 
hard-to-reach areas, an absence of energy resources like 
coal, gas & oil, & other liabilities not experienced here.)
